Geometry Syllabus 

Mr. Fritz 

Course Description: 
The study of Geometry includes an in-depth analysis of plane, solid, and coordinate geometry as they relate to both abstract mathematical concepts as well as real-world problem situations. Topics include logic and proof, parallel lines and polygons, perimeter and area, volume and surface area, similarity and congruence, and trigonometry. Emphasis will be placed on developing critical thinking skills as they relate to logical reasoning and argument.   

Prerequisite:  You need algebra skills to have success in geometry.  You must have successfully completed both semesters of algebra to be eligible to take geometry.  If your algebra skills are weak, you should consider retaking algebra or reviewing algebra to reinforce those skills before you take geometry.

Evaluation/Homework: 
You will be evaluated by chapter tests,  quizzes, homework, and class projects and activities. Your marking period grade is determined as follows:

Projects, writing assignments, etc. may be included in any one of the three categories at the teacher’s discretion.

If you have an excused absence on the day of a test or quiz, it is your responsibility to make it up at he earliest time possible (usually during seminar or after school). Chapter tests and quizzes must be made up before the next chapter test.  Failure to do this will result in a zero on that assessment.  An unexcused absence on the day of a test or quiz will result in a zero on that assessment.   If you are found to be cheating on a test or a quiz, the result will be a zero for that assessment.   NOTE:  students will not be allowed to take test retakes.  

  Homework is your personal way to assess how well you are doing.  Homework is due the next class period.  Generally, it is graded on the following scale:  4 points – 100% complete, 3 points – 75% complete, 2 points – 50% complete, and 0 points – less than 50% complete.  Completed late homework will be accepted up until the day of the test for 3 out of 4 points.  Occasionally, homework will be collected and graded or given a homework quiz over.

Attendance Incentive:


Students with two or less absences per semester will have a 3% bonus added to their exam.

Semester Exam:  All students must take the semester exam. In order to pass the semester, you must pass both marking periods, or one marking period and the semester exam.  To determine your semester average, each marking period will count 40% and the semester exam will count 20%

Textbooks: Since students are assigned textbooks at no cost, it is expected that they be treated properly. Excessive abuse to the textbook that is assigned to you will result in a fine to cover the cost of the damage or replacement. You are required to have your textbook covered at all times.
