Course Description:
Students will choose between mechanical and architectural drawing.  Students must have a typed outline (plan) for the semester.  This will include details of what the student plans to work on week by week for the entire semester.  This outline must be completed and approved by the instructor during the first week of the semester.  Students must keep a typed daily log which gives a brief description of tasks completed and problems encountered during each class period.   As part of their requirements, students will submit at least one project into the MITES competition.

Prerequisite:
Students must have successfully completed both CAD 3 and CAD 4.
