Course Description:  Students will learn to interpret and create technical (industrial) and architectural drawings.  Students will use manual drafting techniques  to create drawings and will learn proper view position, auxiliary views, section views, dimensioning, tolerancing, threads and fasteners, and the basics of designing and drawing a floor plan of a house.

 Attendance: Attendance is extremely important. Because of the nature of this class, most work can only be done in class. If you know in advance that you will be absent, please inform your teacher before missing class. REMEMBER, IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO FIND OUT WHAT OCCURRED IN CLASS. Attendance Incentive:


Students with two or less absences per semester will have bonus points added to their exam grade.

Assignments: Assignments will consist of manual drawings with instruments, sketching, and CAD drawings. Many assignments build on one another so don’t get behind.

Late work: Worksheets and packets are due as assigned by the teacher. Each drawing or packet is worth 25 points. If a drawing is one class late, the highest grade is 20 points. If a drawing is two classes late, the highest grade is 10 points. After the second class period, that drawing is given a zero for a grade. A zero will be given for any worksheets or packets not turned in.

Tests: Tests will take place on assigned day. Be prepared for the test by taking good notes, correcting the mistakes on all assignments and reviewing before the test. If a student is absent on a test day, arrangements must be made to makeup the test outside of regular class time. Tests must be made up within two weeks of the date the test was given in class.
