SPELLING

We will have a spelling test this Friday.  Here are the words: date, fine, rose, lake, life, home, safe, rice, globe, plane, wise, smoke, grade, smile, come, clap, sick, crop, sneeze, and escape.  If all the words are spelled correctly on the pre-test, a challenge list will be given. Challenge lists are graded as extra credit.
SCIENCE
We have begun our unit on “Light & Sound.”  The children will stay with me for six weeks and then we will rotate for a new science/social studies unit.  

HANDWRITING

We will begin to practice our cursive writing.  Watch for lined paper to come home.  During our instruction time, we practice on the front side of the paper. BEHAVIOR

We have spent much time about being safe, respectful and responsible this past week.  The children have brainstormed what each of those would look like and sound like. I do not anticipate many problems.  I have found that reminders and redirection work well. If behaviors are extreme, there may be a discipline report.  After the 4th report, a detention is issued.  However, I do not expect for this to happen often.
