Hope everyone has been having a great summer.  I just want to take a moment and remind everyone of our upcoming schedule of music rehearsals and band camp.

Music Rehearsals:  Aug. 17 and 18 (Tuesday and Wednesday)  10:00 till Noon.  HS Band Rm.

Band Camp:  August 22, 23, 24, and 25.  (Mon.-Thurs.)  8 a.m. till 3 p.m. each day. HS Band Rm. 
The students will need to take their own lunch to band camp. Marching band camp will be held at the high school band room and will also involve time spent outside for marching practice.  Please plan accordingly for the weather.  Band Camp fee is $30.  This fee helps cover the costs of band camp and makes it possible to have extra music coaches available to our students.  Each band camp student will be receiving a “Journey” tee-shirt.  (Band show theme this year)  Please have your payments ready on the first day of band camp.  Make checks out to, “Bronco Band Boosters.”
Uniform fitting will be handled right after the music rehearsals on Aug 16 and Aug 17.  We will start with the freshman students.  Girls will be fitted on Tuesday, Aug. 16 from 12 noon till 1:00 p.m.  Boys will be fitted on Wednesday, Aug. 17 from 12 noon till 1:00 p.m.    Concert band uniforms and any marching band uniforms we don’t get to will be fitted on the first two days of band camp.  Any upper classmen that needs a bigger sized uniform must get their current uniform dry cleaned before they make an exchange.  You must have the uniform in the plastic and a receipt from the dry cleaner.  Upper classman can exchange their uniforms on the first two days of band camp.  
Stephanie Mayrose is our uniform chairman and she is looking for volunteers to help her fit our students.  If you can help on any of these days please call her at, 837-1884.

New students and Freshman must order marching band shoes thru Band Boosters.  These shoes, (“Speedster”) are extremely durable and are of a non-scuff construction.  The shoes are of very good quality and the price is $20 dollars.  There will be a full set of shoes available for the students to try on for getting the correct sizing.  Students may order their shoes during uniform fittings or at band camp.  Please make checks out to “Bronco Band Boosters.”
 
I have included our performance schedule for the next school year.  Please put these dates on your home calendars to help avoid any conflicts.  It is required that everyone attends Band Camp!  Not only are the students learning and memorizing their music, they are also given the chance to learn and drill many marching fundamentals that must be accomplished before school starts.
